(e) If the research involves gaining access to the facilities or data of institutions or organizations, what assurance can be provided that access will be obtainable?

(f) How will the research be organized and phased?

(g) Details of funding requirements under the following headings: research assistant; data collection costs; travelling costs; stationery and printing costs; and any other relevant costs.
